Approval of Agenda

Approval of Minutes

Upon motion by Lori Goossen and second by Terri Schultz, 

the minutes from the March  7th meeting were approved 


unanimously. 
Public Comments

There were no public comments at this meeting.

Lease/Leaseback

Superintendent Ed Snell presented how the district is 




pursuing a Lease/Leaseback process rather than the regular 




bidding process.  This will help to get the Contractor in the 




early planning phases of the Building.  Mr. Snell also 




explained how this will make it so the plans can be drawn to 



fit the cost that the district can afford to spend.  Adjustments 



can be made on floors, tables, and even if the stage is built. 
Cliff Gordon and

Superintendent Ed Snell explained the retired superintendent 
Del Corley – Consultants
Cliff Gordon and former DSA inspector Del Corley are 




working with him to finalize plans and funding for the new 




building project.  There expertise will make it possible for the 



building to be completed in a more timely matter and at the 




best possible cost.  Mr. Snell will explain in more detail on an 



additional agenda item how these two gentlemen have already 



helped with the process. 
Building Update

Superintendent Ed Snell explained that the building plans are 


in the process of being completed.  There are bi-weekly 



meetings with the Architect and the process to move the 



septic system is in place.  Mr. Snell will explain in more 



detail about the septic system on another agenda item.  At this 


time, the timeline to break ground is still possible.  However, 


the laws and regulations are changing significantly for new 



building projects beginning January 1, 2008, and this may 



delay the process at Sacramento, even though the plans will 


be submitted before that date. 
Contractors Selection
Superintendent Ed Snell explained that it would be desirable 
Committee


to have a member of the Bond Committees attend the 



mandatory preauthorization contractor meeting on October 



17, 2007.  This meeting is so the contractors who are 



interested can come to the site and be ready when they submit 


to the district on October 30, 2007.  Then the contractor will 


be selected on 
November 7, 2007 by committee.  There was a 


motion made by Lori Goossen and a second by Terri Schultz 


to have Chairman Tim Jost attend these meetings.  The 



motion was unanimous. 
Deferred Maintenance 
Superintendent Ed Snell explained that the cost to move the 
and Emergency Repair
septic system is going to be close to $300,000  dollars.  
Grant Application 

Because of this, Cliff Gordon and Del Corley are working on 


a way to get this relocation approved due to the age and 



condition of the septic system.  It will have to be done in 



order to have the building in the desired location, but it would 


really assist in the cost of the project if it could be covered 



under this grant program. 
Expenditure Review

The list of current expenses showed that there were no new 




expenditures to report.  Superintendent Ed Snell also 




explained to the committee that the Prop 39 audit was not 




necessary according to the auditors due to the fact that the list 



of expenditures was so limited since the Bonds were sold in 



March of 2007. 
Addition of New Members
Since Cindy Ysusi has moved out of the school district 




boundaries there was a discussion on other possibilities for 




the Bond Committees Members.  Superintendent Ed Snell 




acknowledged that Leslie Smothers, who was present at the 



meeting would be a good replacement since she is a member 



of the Citizens for a Better London who were instrumental in 



the joint use bond passage.  The members agreed that Leslie 



Smothers should be given to the School Board as a possible 



member.  Other possibilities were discussed if the need to 




replace German Santiago became necessary as well.
