The plans 


have just been completed and will be delivered to DSA 



shortly.  All of the building progress depends on how long it 


takes to get the plans approved through DSA, OPSC, and 



CDE.  The hope is that the actual building can begin this 



summer, but that really depends on how long it takes to get it 


through the channels in Sacramento.  
Lease/Leaseback

Superintendent Ed Snell discussed how there was going to be 



a separate Lease/Leaseback contract with Forcum & Mackey 



for the Septic System.  He continued to explain that the 




building project could not begin before the approvals in 




Sacramento, or funding could be jeopardized.   This is why 




the project would have to be accomplished separately.  He 




also explained that the Septic System funding has been 




applied for under the Emergency Repair Program Grant, and 



it is anticipated that this may be the way to have it funded, 




and not with Bond monies. 

Groundbreaking Ceremony Because the groundbreaking is a way of demonstrating that 



the multiuse building construction has begun, Superintendent 



Ed Snell recommended that the groundbreaking ceremony not 



be planned until the final approval in Sacramento have been 



completed.  This means that the Septic System would begin 



the construction phase before the actual groundbreaking 




ceremony.
