Projects for Summer of 
Superintendent Ed Snell presented to the committee a list of
2008



the projects that are to be completed this summer.  They 



included the septic tank replacement, playground equipment 


replacement the basketball court installation, the update of the 


fire alarm system, the replacement of the intercom system, 



the bathroom remodel, and the beginning of the building 



project.  Superintendent Ed Snell also explained that the 



district would be filing for hardship funds as they now qualify 


for additional classrooms and the hope is that the cost of the 


fire suppression system can be covered in this project. 
Lease/Leaseback

Superintendent Ed Snell explained that the funding for many 



of the projects, including the septic system replacement, come 



from Emergency Repair Program Grant Funds.  Because of 




this, to improve the cash flow system for the projects a 




Lease/Leaseback (Loan) with Westamerica Bank has been 




secured by the district.  This will enable the district to 




complete these projects now and to begin the building project 



while the district is waiting for funding on various projects.

Building Update 

Superintendent Ed Snell explained that the exact date of when 



the building project will begin is still unclear.  The district is 



still waiting for clearance to have a temporary fire 





suppression tank in place before it can be determined if the 




project can begin. The Septic system replacement is schedule 



to begin when school is let out for the summer.  The exact 




date to begin the building will be determined after the district 



hears from Sacramento.  


Groundbreaking Ceremony Because the groundbreaking is a way of demonstrating that 



the multiuse building construction has begun, Superintendent 



Ed Snell recommended that the groundbreaking ceremony not 



be planned until the final approval for the fire tank 





suppression system in Sacramento has been approved.  This 



means that the Septic System would begin the construction 




phase before the actual groundbreaking ceremony.  There will 



be a discussion at the next meeting on when this should occur



 
Expenditure Review

Superintendent Ed Snell present the committee with the list of 



current expenses and a tentative budget for the building 




project was shown to the Bond Committee Members. The 




members reviewed the expenditures and tentative budget and 



approved them as presented.  The motion was made by Leslie 



Smothers and seconded by Lori Goossen.  They were 




approved unanimously. 
Prop 39 Audit

Superintendent Ed Snell explained that there would have to 



be an audit for the funds of the bonds completed this year.  




He informed the committee that he would let them know who 



would perform the audit and when it would be completed.
