Projects for summer of 
Superintendent Ed Snell presented to the committee a list of
2008



the projects that are to be completed this summer.  They 



included the upper grade bathroom remodel, the internet 



update by Quest, the partitions in the lower grade bathrooms, 


the temporary storage tank, the septic system, carpeting in 



several classrooms, and intercom replacement to an IP 



system, multiple cement projects, and new playground 



equipment.  Superintendent Ed Snell also explained that the 


district has filed for hardship funds for the fire suppression 



system in the hopes that it can be covered in the classroom 



wing project. 
Building Update 

Superintendent Ed Snell explained that the Building Project 



officially began on July 7, 2008.  There are many items that 



had to be cut from the building project, due to insufficient 




funds.  This included the back stage area.  Superintendent Ed 



Snell explained that if this had not been done, as a 





lease/leaseback, the project would probably not have 




occurred.  Being able to do the value engineering in about a 



week instead of months made it possible to make the needed 



changes before the prizes went up so fast that they could not 



build the building.  Superintendent Ed Snell also explained 




that many of the utilities are being rerouted, due to the fact 




that they are in the footprint of the building. 

Groundbreaking Ceremony The groundbreaking ceremony did not occur because of the 



fact that it was so uncertain if the project would move 




forward.  Since the project has already begun, Superintendent 



Ed Snell explained that they would plan some way of starting 



the project officially after the beginning of school. 
Expenditure Review

Superintendent Ed Snell present the committee with the list of 



current expenses and a tentative budget for the building 




project was shown to the Bond Committee Members. It 




reflected that at this point the total for all the projects has cost 



$531,893.80.  The members reviewed the expenditures and 




tentative budget and approved them as presented.  The motion 



was made by Lori Goossen and seconded by Terri Schultz.  



They were approved unanimously.
